HOUSTON, Texas—Friday, June 22, 2007—Contrary to what you’ve heard from The Who or
Eddie Cochran, there is a cure for the summertime blues. It’s called free music, and the
Contemporary Arts Museum Houston is filling your prescription all summer long.

Musicians of all stripes, including a slew of Texas-based DJs, are set to raise a holler at the
Museum on 11 different evenings this summer as part of three distinct series: the Ambient
Saunds Summer Seies a three-week showcase of cutting-edge ambient music; Soular
Sesions, presented in partnership with the Houston Press, a four-week laboratory for prominent
Houston DJs curated by DJ Sun and exhibiting artist Xaviera Simmons; and Steel Lounge
Underground, the revamped party series on Final Fridays with new entertainment each month.

In all, the Museum is set to present 25 hours of free music by no less than 20 artists during the
months of June, July and August.
